RESOLUTION NO. 2002 - 0045

AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR OR DESIGNEE

TO NEGOTIATE, EXECUTE, AND AMEND A CONTRACT

WITH THE SANTA ANA WATERSHED PROJECT AUTHORITY

(SAWPA) TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE ARLINGTON DESALTER 

ENHANCEMENT PROJECT FROM THE SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA 

INTEGRATED WATERSHED PROGRAM (SCIWP) ESTABLISHED IN 

THE COSTA-MACHADO WATER ACT OF 2000 (2000 BOND ACT)
WHEREAS:

1. The 2000 Bond Act authorized $235 million for the SCIWP for projects to rehabilitate and improve the Santa Ana River Watershed.

2. SAWPA has requested SCIWP funding for the Arlington Desalter Enhancement Project pursuant to a management and administration contract with the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) approved by the Department of General Services on February 8, 2001.

3. This project is described in the Attachment and consistent with the SCIWP goals of developing regional programs to address problems facing the watershed, to enhance native habitat along the Santa Ana River and its tributaries, and to improve water use efficiency. 

4. A Notice of Determination for a Negative Declaration for the Arlington Desalter Enhancement Project was filed with Office of Planning and Research (OPR) on

December 4, 2001 (State Clearing House No. 2001111038).  Mitigation measures were made a condition of lead agency approval.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT:

The SWRCB:

1. Authorizes the Executive Director or designee to negotiate, execute, and amend a contract with SAWPA in the amount of $8,000,000 from SCIWP for the Arlington Desalter Enhancement Project.

2. Requires that water quality mitigation and monitoring measures identified in the CEQA process be included in the contract for the Arlington Desalter Enhancement Project.

Arlington Desalter Enhancement Project
Project Description
The project proposes enhancements to the existing Desalter facility to improve Desalter reliability and to convey the potable drinking water produced.  The total project costs are broken down as follows:

a. Desalter Enhancement - $2,187,000

b. New Potable Drinking Water Pipeline - $8,290,000

c. Emergency Supply Connections - $190,000

The $8 million funded under the Costa-Machado Water Act of 2000 will fund a portion of each project as described below.

Desalter Enhancement

Internal modifications to the existing main Desalter building include the addition of 

12 Reverse Osmosis (RO) vessels with membranes, replacement of three high pressure RO feed pumps, and minor piping and control system modifications.  The high pressure pumps are being replaced in order to allow for greater operation flexibility in order to satisfy the City of Norco’s variable demand requirements, while maximizing water deliveries to Orange County Water District.  Construction of disinfection facilities, consisting of a new chemical storage/processing building and related equipment, will also be required to upgrade the Desalter to produce potable water.  The primary purpose of the disinfection application will be to maintain a chlorine residual in the distribution system to protect the treated water quality and prevent biological growth and associated water quality problems.  Several options for disinfection systems and disinfectants are currently under consideration. 

In addition, the project includes modifications to the existing pump station.  Current preliminary design concepts include using the existing pump station and replacing the existing 125 HP pumping units with two (2) 150 HP 1600 gpm fixed speed pumps and two (2) 150 HP 1600 gpm variable speed pumps, as well as electrical system modifications.  This will allow the new water delivery points to be added to the system since the original system was designed to operate under a constant flow rate to a single customer. A new 0.45 MG buried reinforced concrete storage tank is proposed in the eastern corner of the Desalter site, approximately 19’ deep, with the upper two feet extending above grade, as well as appurtenances.  The reservoir is necessary to balance and equalize flows between the Desalter and the pump station prior to distribution to the potable water pipeline.  The proposed Desalter facilities also require various new or modified pipelines and related appurtenant facilities within the Desalter site.  This extension would be approximately 1,000 feet in length.  

New Potable Drinking Water Pipeline

In order to deliver the potable water to various local water agencies, the project proposes approximately 53,500 feet of potable water pipeline, traversing generally from the Desalter facility to the existing Jurupa Community Services District (JCSD) control/metering facility at the intersection of Hamner Avenue at Schleisman Road.  The project may include delivery to agencies south of the Desalter, such as Home Gardens County Water District, by connecting the proposed potable water pipeline to City of Riverside pipeline facilities and conveying water to Home Gardens.  Potential emergency supply connections would be provided for the City of Corona and Western Municipal Water District.  Turnouts will be provided at the Norco 857 reservoir and pump station and the Norco control/metering facility in order to convey the new water supply. 

Emergency Supply Connections

This permanently installed connection point would allow local agencies to connect to the Desalter system for an emergency supply source.  Such connections may include the City of Corona and Western Municipal Water District.  These connections are all anticipated to occur within existing streets, rights-of-way, and/or easements if required. 

California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Review, Findings, and Mitigation and Monitoring Measures – State Clearing House No. 2001111038
State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) staff has reviewed the Initial Study and the Negative Declaration and Mitigation Monitoring Plan for Arlington Desalter Enhancement Project and determined that less than significant impacts to water quality will result from the construction of the Project.  During construction, any impacts regarding water quality shall be addressed in the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System permit and sections 401 and 404 of the Clean Water Act.  Additionally, the Santa Ana Watershed Project Authority will incorporate Best Management Practices into its erosion control plan, required as part of the approval plan for the Project. 

Funding Requirements

A total of $8,000,000 is requested for funding based on a total Project cost of $10,667,000.
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
