CONSIDERATION OF A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR OR DESIGNEE TO NEGOTIATE, EXECUTE, AND AMEND CONTRACTS WITH THE SANTA ANA WATERSHED PROJECT AUTHORITY (SAWPA) TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE RIVERSIDE DRIVE STORM DRAIN SEGMENT NO. 2 PROJECT AND THE PERRIS/LAKEVIEW DESALTER PROJECT FROM THE SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA INTEGRATED WATERSHED PROGRAM (SCIWP) ESTABLISHED IN THE COSTA-MACHADO WATER ACT OF 2000 (2000 BOND ACT)
DISCUSSION

The 2000 Bond Act contains the SCIWP (Water Code sections 79104.20 through 79104.34) which includes $235 million for the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) to allocate to SAWPA for certain types of projects in the Santa Ana River Watershed.

SAWPA has requested that the SWRCB approve funding for the following projects:

1. Riverside Drive Storm Drain No. 2  

San Bernardino County Flood Control District ($4,700,000)
2. Perris/Lakeview Desalter

Eastern Municipal Water District ($15,100,000)

These projects are described in the Attachment and are consistent with the goals and objectives of the SCIWP.

POLICY ISSUE

Should the SWRCB: 

1. Authorize the Executive Director or designee to negotiate, execute, and amend contracts with SAWPA for funding the following two projects from SCIWP for a combined total of $19,8000,000: (1) Riverside Drive Storm Drain No. 2 ($4,700,000) and (2) Perris/Lakeview Desalter ($15,100,000)?

2. Require that mitigation measures be included in the contracts for the Perris/Lakeview Desalter ($15,100,000)?

FISCAL IMPACT
The total cost of the above projects is $30,400,000.  SAWPA is requesting that $19,800,000 of these costs be financed with funds from SCIWP.  The following table is a summary of the funding made available for SCIWP by Fiscal Year (FY) 2000-01

RESOLUTION NO. 2002-

AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR OR DESIGNEE TO 

NEGOTIATE, EXECUTE, AND AMEND CONTRACTS WITH THE SANTA ANA WATERSHED PROJECT AUTHORITY (SAWPA) TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE RIVERSIDE DRIVE STORM DRAIN SEGMENT NO. 2 PROJECT AND THE PERRIS/LAKEVIEW DESALTER PROJECT FROM THE SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA INTEGRATED WATERSHED PROGRAM (SCIWP) ESTABLISHED IN THE COSTA-MACHADO WATER ACT OF 2000 (2000 BOND ACT)
WHEREAS:

1. The 2000 Bond Act authorized $235 million for the SCIWP for projects to rehabilitate and improve the Santa Ana River Watershed.

2. SAWPA has requested SCIWP funding for the following two projects pursuant to a management and administration contract with the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) approved by the Department of General Services on February 8, 2001: 
a.  Riverside Drive Storm Drain No. 2
b.  Perris/Lakeview Desalter
3. These projects are consistent with the SCIWP goals of developing regional programs to address problems facing the watershed, to enhance native habitat along the Santa Ana River and its tributaries, and to improve water use efficiency. 

4. A Notice of Determination for a Negative Declaration for the Riverside Drive Storm Drain No. 2 was filed with Office of Planning and Research (OPR) on

September 28, 2001 (State Clearing House No. 2001081003).  Mitigation measures were made a condition of lead agency approval.

5. A Notice of Determination for a Negative Declaration for the Perris/Lakeview Desalter was filed with OPR on August 29, 2001 (State Clearing House 

No. 2001061034).  Mitigation measures were made a condition of lead agency approval.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT:

The SWRCB:

1. Authorizes the Executive Director or designee to negotiate, execute, and amend contracts with SAWPA for funding the following two projects from SCIWP for a combined total of $19,8000,000: (1) Riverside Drive Storm Drain No. 2 ($4,700,000) and (2) Perris/Lakeview Desalter ($15,100,000).

2. Requires that mitigation measures be included in the contracts for the Perris/Lakeview Desalter ($15,100,000).

ATTACHMENT

1. Riverside Drive Storm Drain Segment No. 2 Project (Riverside Project)
Project Description

The Riverside Project is needed to provide additional watershed protection to safeguard lives and protect the City of Ontario Agricultural Preserve from existing flood hazards.  The Riverside Project consists of approximately 10,200 feet of underground storm drain tributary to the Lower Cucamonga Spreading Grounds.  Phase 1 will include reinforced concrete pipes and boxes and various concrete/grouted rock structures.  Phase 2 will include an underground storm drain within the Lower Cucamonga Spreading Grounds and approximately 1,600 feet of underground storm drain from the Spreading Grounds to the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers 

Cucamonga Creek Channel.  The maximum depth of excavation is approximately 

40 feet.

California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Review, Findings, and Mitigation and Monitoring Measures – State Clearing House No. 2001081003

State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) staff has reviewed the Initial Study and the Negative Declaration and Mitigation Monitoring Plan for the 

Riverside Project and determined that less than significant impacts to water quality will result from the construction of the Riverside Project.  During construction, any impacts regarding water quality shall be addressed in the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) permit and Sections 401 and 404 of the Clean Water Act.  Additionally, the County of San Bernardino will incorporate Best Management Practices (BMPs) into its erosion control plan, required as part of the approval plan for the Riverside Project. 

· The County of San Bernardino adopted the Negative Declaration, Notice of Determination, and Mitigation and Monitoring Plan (MMP) on September 25, 2001.
· SWRCB staff has reviewed the Initial Study and the Negative Declaration and Mitigation Monitoring Plan for the Riverside Project and determined that less than significant impacts to water quality will result from the construction of the Riverside Project.  

Funding Requirements

A total of $4,700,000 is requested for funding based on a total Project cost of $10,300,000.

2. Perris/Lakeview Desalter Project (Perris Project)
Project Description

The Eastern Municipal Water District (EMWD) proposes to install up to six (6) groundwater extraction wells and to construct a 4 mgd reverse osmosis desalination treatment facility at the site of the existing Menifee Desalter 

(Perris Project).  The Perris Project is located near Sun City in the Western San Jacinto Groundwater Basin.  The groundwater extraction wells and desalter plant would be connected through a network of 12 to 24 inch diameter pipelines.  All pipeline alignments would be located within existing right-of-way of project area roadways.  Existing pipelines serving the Menifee Desalter will be used for brine disposal.

CEQA Review, Findings, and Mitigation and Monitoring Measures – State Clearing House No. 2001061034

The EMWD adopted the Negative Declaration and Mitigation Monitoring Plan for the Perris Project and filed the Notice of Determination for the Mitigated Negative Declaration on August 24, 2001.

· The required mitigation measures will be incorporated into the Perris Project contract and include the following:

Project Extraction Wells

· Provide an alternate water supply (e.g., recycled water for irrigation) if required.

· Pay additional costs associated with increased pumping lifts or water quality changes if required.

· Deepen individual well pumps to accommodate continued water pumping if required.

· Replace wells and/or pumps if required.

Surface Water Quality

· NPDES permits are to be obtained if necessary.

· A Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan is to be filed with the Santa Ana Regional Water Quality Control Board as required.

· Pollution control measures require the use of best available technology, best conventional pollutant control technology, and /or BMPs.

Flood Plain Management

· Hydrologic analysis conducted to determine the precise 100-year base flood elevation at the Perris Project site.  The design of the desalter plant shall consider the findings of the hydrologic analysis such that all facilities are located above the 100-year flood level.

Funding Requirements

A total of $15,100,000 is requested for funding based on a total project cost of $20,100,000.
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
