* A first order stream is defined as a stream with no tributaries.

“As effective
as” means the County and City may use
other approaches (including other variables
or numeric criteria, different than Option 1
criteria, appropriate for the County’s and
City's watershed(s)) to control
hydromodification and protect the biological
and physical integrity of the County’s and
City’s watershed(s).
