(Department) proposed Total Maximum Daily Load (TMDL) Compliance Plan required 
under its Municipal Separate Storm Sewer System Order (Order)1. After this 30-day 
comment period, the State Water Board will consider comments and approval of the 
proposed TMDL Compliance Plan with any revisions necessary to comply with the 
Order.

1Order WQ 2022-0033-DWQ, adopted June 22, 2022
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BACKGROUND
The Order requires the Department to develop a TMDL Compliance Plan that provides 
the Department’s long-term plan to comply with the TMDLs listed in Order section D6, 
Tables D-1, D-2, and D-3. The Order requires the Department to submit its proposed 
TMDL Compliance Plan to the State Water Board for review and consideration of 
approval. The State Water Board is hereby providing a 30-day public comment period 
and will consider public comments prior to consideration of approval of the proposed 
TMDL Compliance Plan.
