The purpose of the proposed Project is to stabilize the eroding creekbed of an unnamed 
tributary to Estrella River.

The proposed project activities include:
· Widening 800 linear feet of the stream channel and flattening the side slopes to 2:1;
· Constructing 4,235 square feet of rip-rap channel lining and installing rip-rap check 

dams; and
· Installing two 36-inch HDPE culverts with associated trench and backfill.

No mitigation is proposed.
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
