o Constructing a new 3-span 141-foot-long bridge with associated concrete abutments and
wing walls;
Widening the outside road shoulder to 10 feet and upgrading the bridge railings;
Replacing embankment and creek bank slope stabilization;
Removing and replacing existing rock slope protection (RSP) with Class VII RSP;
