The purpose of today’ s item is for the Regional Board to consider
adoption of final bay bottom sediment cleanup levels for NASSCO
and/or Southwest Marine. The adoption of cleanup levelsis necessary
in order for Southwest Marine and NASSCO to move forward with the
cleanup of contaminated sediment in accordance with State Water
Resources Control Board Resolution 92-49, Policies and Procedures
Investigation and Cleanup and Abatement of Discharges.
